Exodus	30:11-12	&	16,	The LORD also	spoke	to	Moses,	saying,	
“When	you	take a census	of	the	sons	of	Israel to	number	
them,	then	each	one	of	them	shall	give a	ransom	for himself	
to	the LORD,	when	you number	them,	so	that	there	will	be	no	
plague	among	them	when	you number	them…	You	shall	take	
the	atonement	money	from	the	sons	of	Israel	and	shall	give	it	
for	the	service	of	the	tent	of	meeting,	that	it	may	be	a	
memorial	for	the	sons	of	Israel	before	the LORD,	to	make	
atonement	for	yourselves.”

1	Samuel 2:10,	Those	who	contend	with	the LORD will	be	
terrified;	Against	them	He	will	thunder	in	the	heavens,	
The LORD will	judge	the	ends	of	the	earth;	And	He	will	give	
strength	to	His	king,	And	will	exalt	the horn	of	His	anointed.”

Samuel’s	Conclusion



2 Samuel	22:51 David	says,	“He is	a	tower	of	deliverance	to	His	
king,	And shows	lovingkindness	to	His	anointed,	To	David	and	
his descendants	forever.”

2	Samuel	23: he	says,	“The	Spirit	of	the LORD spoke	by	me,	And	
His	word	was	on	my	tongue. “The	God	of	Israel	said,	The	Rock	
of	Israel	spoke	to	me,	‘He	who	rules	over	men	righteously,	Who	
rules	in	the	fear	of	God,”

2 Samuel	7:16	“Your	house	and	your	kingdom	shall	endure	
before Me	forever;	your	throne	shall	be	established	forever.”

Matthew	1:1-6,	The record	of	the	genealogy	of Jesus	
the Messiah, the	son	of	David, the	son	of	Abraham:	Abraham	
fathered	Isaac,	Isaac	fathered	Jacob,	and	Jacob	
fathered Judah	and	his	brothers. Judah	fathered	Perez	and	
Zerah	by	Tamar, Perez	fathered	Hezron,	and	Hezron	
fathered Ram. Ram	fathered	Amminadab,	Amminadab	
fathered	Nahshon,	and	Nahshon	fathered	Salmon. Salmon	
fathered	Boaz	by	Rahab,	Boaz	fathered	Obed	by	Ruth,	and	
Obed	fathered	Jesse. Jesse	fathered	David	the	king.

Samuel’s	Conclusion



Matthew	1:15-17,	Eliud	fathered	Eleazar,	Eleazar	fathered	
Matthan,	and	Matthan	fathered	Jacob. Jacob	fathered	
Joseph	the	husband	of	Mary,	by	whom	Jesus	was	born, who	
is	called	the Messiah.	So	all	the	generations	from	Abraham	
to	David	are	fourteen	generations;	from	David	to	
the deportation	to	Babylon,	fourteen	generations;	and	from	
the deportation	to	Babylon	to	the Messiah,	fourteen	
generations.

Samuel’s	Conclusion



Matthew	21:9,	Now	the	crowds	going	ahead	of	Him,	and	
those	who	followed,	were	shouting,

Hosanna	to	the Son	of	David;
BLESSED IS THE ONE WHO COMES IN THE NAME OF THE LORD;
Hosanna in	the	highest!”

Samuel’s	Conclusion



Luke 1:30-33,	And	the	angel	said	to	her,	“Do	not	be	afraid,	
Mary,	for	you	have	found	favor	with	God. And	behold,	you	
will	conceive	in	your	womb	and	give	birth	to	a	son,	and	
you shall	name	Him	Jesus. He	will	be	great	and	will	be	called	
the	Son	of the	Most	High;	and	the	Lord	God	will	give	Him the	
throne	of	His	father	David; and	He	will	reign	over	the	house	
of	Jacob	forever, and	His	kingdom	will	have	no	end.”

Luke 1:67-70,	And	his	father	Zechariah was	filled	with	the	
Holy	Spirit	and prophesied,	saying:

“Blessed be the	Lord	God	of	Israel, For	He	has	visited us and			
accomplished redemption	for	His	people, And	has	raised	up			
a horn	of	salvation	for	us in	the	house	of His	servant			
David— Just	as	He	spoke	by	the	mouth	of	His	holy		
prophets from	ancient	times	—

Romans	1:1-4,	Paul,	a	bond-servant	of	Christ	
Jesus, called as an	apostle, set	apart	for the	gospel	of	
God, which	He promised	beforehand	through	His prophets	in	
the	holy	Scriptures, concerning	His	Son,	who	was	born of	
a descendant	of	David according	to	the	flesh, who	was	
declared the	Son	of	God	with	power	according	to	the Spirit	of	
holiness by	the	resurrection	from	the	dead,	Jesus	Christ	our	
Lord,

Revelation	3:7,	And	to	the	angel	of	the	church	in Philadelphia	
write:	He	who	is	holy, who	is	true,	who	has the	key	of	David,	
who	opens	and	no	one	will	shut,	and	who	shuts	and	no	one	
opens,	says	this:

Revelation	22:16,	I,	Jesus,	have	sent My	angel	to	testify	to	
you	of	these	things for	the	churches.	I	am the	root	and	
the descendant	of	David,	the	bright morning	star.”

Samuel’s	Conclusion



Acts	2:29-32,	Brothers,	I	may	confidently	say	to	you	
regarding	the patriarch	David	that	he	both died	and was	
buried,	and his	tomb	is with	us	to	this	day. So	because	he	
was a	prophet	and	knew	that God	had	sworn	to	him	with	an	
oath	to	seat one of	his	descendants	on	his	throne, he	looked	
ahead	and	spoke	of	the	resurrection	of	the Christ,	that He	
was	neither	abandoned	to	Hades,	nor	did	His	flesh suffer	
decay. It	is this	Jesus whom God	raised	up, a	fact to	which	
we	are	all witnesses.

Samuel’s	Conclusion



Acts	2:33-36,	Therefore, since	He	has	been	exalted at	the	
right	hand	of	God,	and has	received the	promise	of	the	Holy	
Spirit	from	the	Father,	He	has poured	out	this	which	you	both	
see	and	hear. For	it	was	not	David	who	ascended	
into heaven,	but	he	himself	says:	‘THE LORD SAID TO MY LORD,	
“SIT AT MY RIGHT HAND, UNTIL I	MAKE YOUR ENEMIES A FOOTSTOOL
FOR YOUR FEET.”’	Therefore	let	all	the house	of	Israel	know	for	
certain	that	God	has	made	Him	both Lord	and Christ—this	
Jesus whom	you	crucified.”

Psalm	40:1-3,I waited patiently	for	the LORD;
And	He	inclined	to	me	and heard	my	cry.
He	brought	me	up	out	of	the pit	of	destruction,	out	of	
the miry	clay,
And He	set	my	feet	upon	a	rock making	my	footsteps	firm.
He	put	a new	song	in	my	mouth,	a	song	of	praise	to	our	God;
Many	will see	and	fear
And	will	trust	in	the LORD.
